This 8 day advanced program is the most complete and challenging wilderness medical training
you can engage in. The WRFR level is designed for Outdoor Professionals who will be managing
wilderness activities resulting in advanced medical response. Besides understanding the use of
medical gear in the wilderness environment, the program establishes solid rescue interface prac-
tices, pharmacology limitations, and students will manage a remote overnight long-term care di-
lemma.

Completion of this program will give successful participants a Red Cross First Responder course
with all the Wilderness issues/ focus and the NS provincial Medical First Responder qualification.
This program will take 8 days to complete and will involve at least one overnight within a trip or
excursion that will take place on the back end of the program.
